   This past October Boar’s Head light-
house was officially, divested to the 
Municipality. Like Point Prim, Boar’s 
Head was one of several district light-
houses that the Federal government 
decreed to the community to be 
maintained as public spaces. 
  A recommendation from Municipal 
Council has been filed at the Regis-
try of Deeds Office to register Boar’s 
Head lighthouse in Tiverton as a 
Municipal Heritage Property. The    
recommendation is the first step in 
the process to declare the lighthouse 
as a historic landmark. Boar’s Head 
and Point Prim lighthouses were 
designated Canadian Heritage Light-
houses this past summer as part of 
the divestiture process.  
   The current lighthouse at Boar’s 
Head was constructed in 1955 and is 
the second lighthouse to be built on 
that site since 1863. Craig Buckman, a 
member of the Friends of Boar’s Head 
Society, said the society has been 
working diligently to better prepare 
the lighthouse for visitors. Plans are 
in the works to expand the parking 
area and develop the trail between 
the Althouse Trail and the lighthouse.

The  Anatomy of Installing  
the New  Municipal Wind  
Turbine in Culloden

The Municipality  
Adds a New 50  
Kilowatt Turbine in 
Culloden
To support reductions in our green-
house gases and invest in renew-
able resources, the Municipality has 
purchased a 50 kilowatt wind turbine 
and has installed the turbine next to 
the 800 kilowatt turbine in Culloden. 
This is now the third turbine pur-
chased by the Municipality. The new 
turbine is capable of contributing 
over 200,000 kilowatts of power 
annually. The power generated is 
sold to Nova Scotia Power under the 
Comfit Community Feed-In-Tariff 
Program. The money generated from 
selling the power pays for the pur-
chase, maintenance and operation of 
the turbine.
